Handwriting Explanation

This is what we will be looking for when we are checking your handwriting assignment as well as any work you turn in to us.

On the assigned work you will see a stamp, which includes:

Shape – Is each letter formed correctly? Look at the chart in your book if you can’t remember how to form the letter(s). REMEMBER to write a complete word without lifting your pencil!

Size – Are all the letters the same size, or are some larger and some smaller?

Spacing – Are the letters in each word spaced evenly? Is there more space between words?

Slant – Do the letters slant slightly forward with out falling over? The slant should be uniform. If you are right-handed the middle of your paper should face the left-hand corner of your desk. If you are left-handed, the paper faces the right-hand corner.

This will help with your slant.

Line Quality – Do all your letters hit the baseline, midline, or headline where they should?

We will also look for:

Capitals – Does each sentence begin with a capital letter? Are proper names capitalized? Is each capital letter a full space tall?

Punctuation – Does each sentence end with the correct punctuation mark?

Readability – Is your handwriting easy to read? Did you erase a lot and leave it messy? Did you scratch through any words and begin again? If you were careful in all the above areas, you will get high marks if your paper is easy to read.
