Oral Reading Log Information

      In third grade your child will have a weekly reading homework assignment. We feel that reading outside of school is an important part of a child’s learning process. In most cases your child will have a free choice in what he/she reads. Some of these might be a favorite book, a magazine, the Bible, etc. Please monitor that your child is reading at his/her reading level.

      This reading assignment should be a minimum of fifteen minutes each night. This can be done in a quiet place at home, in the car, waiting at the doctor’s office or anytime in the afternoon or evening when he/she is working on homework. We would like your child to READ ALOUD to you for at least 10 minutes of this time. Reading aloud is helpful to children who are having difficulty with comprehension, oral expression, word recognition, and fluency. Although research does show that reading to your child will make him/her a better reader, this assignment is to be done by YOUR CHILD. Reading aloud to your child should be saved for another time of the day, such as bedtime.

     Attached to the paper packet folder you will find a log. In each appropriate column please record the total weekly minutes your child read aloud to you and the total weekly minutes read silently, then initial. The week starts from Monday to Sunday. We will look for this when the paper packets are returned each week. Your child is expected to read a minimum of 50 minutes aloud each week. This WILL be counted as a homework assignment.

      We appreciate your support in these assignments. Together, we can help to make ALL children more confident and capable readers.
