Science Project Information

Our Science series has many wonderful hands - on activities. I would like to get the children involved at home by learning how to do a simple science project using the Scientific Method. Your child will be required to complete and present ONE project this year. You will find there are two projects to choose from at the end of every chapter. Your child may select the activity, do the project, and present it to the class at the end of the appropriate chapter. 

We will begin the year with Life Science, Chapters 11 - 14. Then, we will continue with Physical Science, Chapters 1 – 5. Last, we will complete the year doing Earth Science, Chapters 7 –10. We will NOT be doing Chapter 6 or Chapter 9. Thus, if a student selects a project from Chapter 11, they will be presenting their project in about 4 weeks after school begins. After that, each child will be notified at the beginning of the chapter that their project will be due at the end of the chapter, which is usually two weeks. The child may bring in their experiment, draw a picture of it, or make a poster presentation to go along with their oral presentation. There is also a Science Experiment Form (s that MUST accompany their oral presentation.

I am asking that no more than TWO children present a project to the class, after completion of each chapter. I want the children to get an understanding of not only how to do a project, but also to learn something from the many varieties of projects. For each chapter, one of the projects is laid out for you. The other project is one in which the child has more of their own input. Please look over the projects, discuss them with your child, and have him/her submit their first, second, and third choices to me. These will be on a first come, first served basis. Due date is: August 19, 2011
Thank you for your help, encouragement, and teaching your child a love of learning.
