Third Grade Homework/Class work & Behavior Policy
In third grade our goal is to teach your child responsibility for themselves and their work. Your child can expect about 20-30 minutes of written homework nightly, Monday through Thursday. In addition time should be set aside to review math facts, independent reading, and studying for tests which we recommend doing several days before a test, so a student does not feel the need to “cram.” Occasionally, there will be an assignment over the weekend, but these will be rare.

Class assignments are due at the end of each day. If for some reason the class work is not completed by day’s end, it will be considered homework and will be due first thing the next morning. Homework assignments are written on the board daily and are due the next day, unless otherwise posted. The children are given ample time each morning to write down their assignments. We will remind the students at the end of the day, through the second quarter, which books are to be taken home. Accordion folders and assignment books should go home nightly. There is no excuse for a student not knowing the homework assignment or not having the proper supplies at home to complete it. Before your child begins their homework, please check your child’s assignment book. All written work should be completed neatly in pencil showing a student’s BEST work. If homework is on paper the correct heading with name, date, subject, and page number should be included. When all work is completed, please initial the assignment book, have your child assemble all books, papers, and supplies and put them in their book bag, ready to go in the morning. This fosters organization and responsibility. If for some reason (sickness, emergencies, etc.) a child is unable to complete homework, please send a note with an explanation. However, please do not write a note due to lack of material, not writing down an assignment, or extra curricular activity. Please remember, this hurts your child in the long run and sends a message that it is okay to not pay attention. When students face consequences for their actions it prepares then to be more responsible and independent. We know this can be difficult, but please work with us on this.
The assignment book is also our daily form of communication with you. It is the parents’ responsibility to check nightly for any stamps, notes, etc. You may also use this as a way to communicate with us. We will be using a stamp in the assignment books that will indicate:

A “Three Strikes and You’re Out” rule will apply to all these areas.                      

■ If homework or class work is not done on time, the following will occur:

 A stamp indicating the missed work will be stamped into the assignment book. The work must be returned the following day, and will be given 50% credit. If the work is not returned, recess will be suspended until the assignment is completed. Work returned on the third day will receive 25% credit and after that the student will receive a 0%. The work must still be turned in. It is the student’s responsibility to take home the necessary books to complete the work.  If a student receives three (3) homework/class work stamps per nine weeks, an academic appointment will be given for the following week.
Three academic appointments during the school year will result in a detention.
■ If a student receives three (3) uniform violations or three (3) tardies per nine weeks, an Academic    Appointment will result. See Handbook for excessive tardy consequences. 
■ If a student misbehaves, an oral warning is given. Upon the second offense, the student misses ½ of his/her recess time. At the third offense the student misses their entire recess period. After 3 strikes, a behavior stamp is issued. In severe behavior situations, an automatic behavior stamp is issued. After three (3) behavior stamps are given in a nine week period, a detention will result. A detention will also be given for offenses that are described in the handbook.
Each student must put their name, number, and complete heading (date, subject and page number) on all papers. Failure to do so will result in five (5) points for each to be taken off their final grade. We will give a four (4) week grace period at the beginning of the school year.
